Please consult the KHRGC Rules for further information. In addition, any
first-time starter (a) four years old or older or (b) three years old or older that
has not raced in the previous 365 days shall have an exam and published five
(5) furlong work in 1:03:00 or faster approved by the Keeneland Vice President
of Equine Safety (or his or her designee) PRIOR to entry. Finally, Keeneland?s
Vice President of Equine Safety (or his or her designee) may require a
previously raced horse that has not raced within 150 days but has raced within
365 days to be evaluated PRIOR to entry and in addition any such horse must
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meet all other applicable regulatory requirements. Following regulatory
veterinarian clearance for a horse who has not started in the previous 365
days OR a horse four years or older that is a first-time starter, the horse has
60 days in which to start or it will be required to work again for the regulatory
veterinarian with blood drawn to regain eligibility.
