If re-entering a
horse (that appears in the body of a race on an overnight), trainers are
responsible for submitting a scratch. The stewards may excuse horses
scratching down to 8 betting interests without a reason. Horses scratching
below g will require a physical reason or another reason acceptable to the
stewards.

Attention Trainers: In Today signs must be posted on the stall door by 7:30
a.m. on race day. Please pick up from the Stable Office.

Section 17. Entr?/ Examination by Attending Veterinarian.

(1) A horse shall only start if: (a) The horse has been examined b%/ an attending
veterinarian licensed by the veterinary regulatory body in the jurisdiction
where the examination occurs within three (3) days after the close of entries
and no later than two (2) days before the race; and (b) The attendin
veterinarian certifies and electronically submits a report to the Equine Medica
Director or its designee that the horse is in serviceable, sound racing condition.
