Any unstarted horse six (6)
years old or older shall not be permitted to stable, race, work or train at any

Trainer will also not
enter in a race: (a) any horse that has finished twelve (12) or more lengths
behind the winner in each of its last five (5) consecutive starts, or (b) any
horse that has raced greater than four (4) times in the fifty-six (56) days
immediately preceding the race date.
